1/ Test Invalidation

If a test is invalidated, it means that it
will not be scored. If your test Is
iInvalidated, you will not receive an

FCAT score, and you will not be able
to retake the same test.



To make sure your

test Is scored.

e Remove all electronic devices.

If you have an electronic device at
your desk, In your pocket, or
ANYWHERE you can reach it during

testing, your test will not be scored.
