Activity/Program Description:
Room Parent-Volunteers are need from each class to serve as Room Parents. Volunteers assist Teachers with
gathering input and support from the parents of the children in their classroom. For example, Room Parents work
with Teachers to coordinate class parties, class activities, Box Tops and Labels, etc.
