	Theme 1: Journeys

Students will learn to use the following strategies:

· Predict/ Infer (Use story clues to tell what will happen next/ guess based on information from the story)

· Monitor/ Clarify (notice if what you are reading makes sense/ use strategies to understand what you are reading)

· Questioning (Ask questions about the story)

· Evaluating (Make judgments about the stories you have read… characters, theme, etc.)

· Summarizing (Retell the main ideas in the story)
Students will learn and use the following skills:

· Story Structure – Characters, Setting, Plot

· Author’s viewpoint – (The author’s opinion, how and why the author feels a particular way about his/her topic)

· Text Organization – Sequence (beginning, middle, end)
· Will focus on the genre of mysteries

· Learn and use new vocabulary from the theme selections and Wordly Wise vocabulary program



	Students will:

· participate in Guided Reading with a text at their level. (A child that is

     reading at a level 50 or above is on grade level.)

· read at least six books on their grade level by the first nine weeks

· read thirty minutes a day and complete their reading log at home

· take a weekly selection test that includes multiple choice, short answer
questions, and long answer questions. (Following the completion of each theme there will be a reading unit test that will assess student understanding of the strategies and skills taught throughout the unit.)



	Writing

	Narrative Genre

Narrative stories involve a series of events that can be plotted on some sort of time line. The time span can be short, a few moments, or a long time. Examples include: fictional stories, folk tales, account/memoirs, biographies, autobiographies.

Fifth-grade writers should be able to provide immediate context for their readers; they should establish time, place, characters, action, and point of view immediately. 

Fifth-grade writers also should carefully select the events and incidents that make up the plot of their narratives. They should be able to do this without having extraneous events or details; likewise, the action of the plot should progress in a logical way. Fifth-grade writers should be able to provide description while they explain the events of the plot. Advanced writers may work on more complicated aspects of their narratives, concentrating on the mood or adding suspense.
By fifth grade, writers can be expected to create characters who are fairly complex; they also should use dialogue and depictions of inner processes (thoughts, feelings, fears, etc.) to create nuanced,

believable characters. In terms of language use, fifth-grade writers should be fairly adept in using temporal words and phrases to order events. Overall, vocabulary and syntax should reveal competence and comfort with language. At this level, writers should be able to employ figurative language as well. Finally, fifth-grade writers should be able to create conclusions that provide closure to their narratives. They should be able to choose from a variety of techniques,

including surprise endings and final reflections, to make their conclusions interesting and unique.

	Students will understand and be able to include in their writing: 

· Plot: the conflict or problem in the story that must be resolved

· Point of view: the experience of the story from the eyes of main character, outsider looking in, etc.

· Setting: time and place the story takes place

· Organized structure: Clear beginning, middle, end, paragraphing, and transitions

· Sensory details: Writing should demonstrate the fives senses, show not tell

· Engage the reader:  Hook the reader, capture interest

· Develop characters: Each character is developed with details, thoughts, feelings, actions, etc.

· Closure: Leaves the reader feeling satisfied, solves the problem

	Students will understand and be able to include these narrative writing strategies: 

· Building suspense – tension leading up to a big event

· Flashback – memory from the past

· Anecdote - Story within a story

· Compression – dealing with a small moment in time, narrow time focus

· Dialogue – conversation between characters
