As you know, we have been working with the City Emergency Operations Center (EOC), State EOC and Duval County Health Department (DCHD) over the last several months on information pertaining to the spread of the H1N1 virus, as well as the possibility of the use of our facilities after hours for the distribution of the H1N1 vaccine. 

At this time, DCHD has no plans to distribute the vaccine during school hours, however when additional vaccine becomes available, and as demand warrants, a plan is in place to utilize up to eight of our high schools after school hours for Duval County residents. 

The H1N1 vaccine is available in Duval County, and can be obtained through private health care providers including: doctors’ offices, walk-in clinics, pharmacies, and other sites within the community. The DCHD is also offering the vaccine for free at its Immunization Center, located at 5220 North Pearl Street, Jacksonville, FL 32208. The Immunization Center is for Walk-In patients and is open between the hours of 8 a.m. – 4:30 p.m.
