	Narrative Genre

The narrative is a recounting of events. Its subject may be a single event, such as a child’s first day in school, or a highly complicated sequence of events, such as the history of an entire

nation. Regardless, narrative is always based on the passage of time. In virtually any narrative, one event leads to another …and another … and another. Those events may take just a few moments to happen, or they may take centuries. 

Second-grade writers should be able to create narratives with multiple events. Those events, should appear in a logical sequence; there should be some effort to incorporate time cue words and phrases to show chronology. Additionally, second graders’ narratives should have clearly defined beginnings, middles, and ends, in which a conflict is presented, addressed, and eventually resolved.


	Strategies for Narrative Writing
Students should be able to:
· Incorporate “writing” language that does not sound like speech.  (For example, “Slowly, slowly he turned.”)

· Create a believable world and introduce characters, rather than simply retelling events.

· Develop internal events as well as external ones. (For example, the child can tell what the character wondered, remembered, and hoped.)
· Use dialogue to develop the character

· Use details to develop a character and/or event
