Duval County Attendance Policy

Students may not be checked out early within the final 45 min-
utes of the school day; no check outs after 2:45. To be excused,
a note must be turned in from the health care provider the next
day. The school will provide written notice after three (3) early
check outs in a 30 day period. Additional early check outs will
result in a mandatory conference and no recognition for perfect
attendance. After six (6) early check outs parents will be re-
ferred to the Attendance Intervention Team or the State Attor-
ney’s Office. A student, who is tardy to class, not only places
his/her learning in jeopardy, but also interrupts the learning of
other students. Students must be in the classroom at 9:00 a.m.
or they are tardy. If the student is (15) fifteen minutes late or
more an adult must walk the student to the office and get a
tardy slip. The school will provide notice after three tardies. Six
tardies in any 45 school day period will result in the student
not being recognized for perfect attendance. It is important
that students are in school consistently and on time so that no
instruction is lost.
