Attendance and Tardiness





In order to ensure academic success, students are expected to attend school on time daily, from 8:30 A.M. – 3:00 P.M.  Any student arriving in the classroom after 8:30 A.M. will be marked tardy.  Parents are requested to send a note when a student is absent.  Please allow teachers ample time to prepare make-up work when students leave early.  Students will only be released to parents, authorized guardians, and those listed on the blue information card via the main office for safety reasons.  Tardiness is defined as the physical absence of a student in the classroom at the beginning of a regularly scheduled session at which he or she is scheduled to be present when the school tardy bell rings (8:30 A.M.).





Student Pick-Up Policy





All students leaving campus during the school day must be signed out through the office.  Students will not be dismissed after 2:15 P.M., per district policy and after 1:00 P.M. on Early Dismissal days.  Parents must send in a written note in the child’s planner 


Parents must send in a written note if the child’s end of the day transportation will differ from what is on file.


Please make sure your child has an updated blue card on file at all times – your child will only be released to those listed on the blue card.  No exceptions!


 








Early Checkout


DCPS policy states that students shall not be released the last 45 minutes of the school day unless the principal or assistant principal determines it is an emergency or an excused event.  Students will not be recognized for perfect attendance when they have three or more unexcused tardies or three or more unexcused early checkouts in a nine week grading period.   
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
