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FOREWORD

In June 1976, the Florida State Legislature enacted the Educational Accountabitifyl8@6. It requires that each school district in the State of Florida establish a
comprehensive program for student progression. The Student Progression Plan is a contract delineating what a studeramausé kable to do to be promoted and
whatthe district will do to help the student meet the requirements for promotion. It is the responsibility of
e the school board and district administration to provide students with effective instructional and remedial programsdhgiragvass, promote ntnuous
achievement, and make provisions for individual differences;

e  students to assume responsibility for learning, being at school and in class, and to engage instruction;

. parents for their childrends attemdaeceurinig ftomeipr ohit i chgemds i pt ep ers |
e the principal for required records and reports; and

e teachers for providing effective instruction and r ainecthte Stamide.n and doc

The Florida Statutes, Chapter 1008.25, states as follows:

FAPE (Free Appropriate Public Education) i Guaranteed by the Individuals with Disabilities in Education Act (IDEA), a Free Appropriate Public Education is an
educational right of disabled children iretbinited States. FAPE is defined as an educational program that is individualized to a specific child, designed t@ rheet thdt 6
unique needs, provides access to the general curriculum, meets thiegehdtandards established by the state, amd fwhich the child receives educational benefit.

2. STATE STANDARDS: The Duval County K12 curriculum is aligned with the Sunshine State Standards as well &grisieine StatStandards with Access
Poaints in available curriculum areasdthe Sunshine State Standards for Special Diplionagher curriculum aredsr some students with disabilities. Students
will demonstrate acceptable progress in meeting the standardscaseddn district administrative guidelines. Students who have difficulty achieving
acceptable progress in meeting the standards will be provided supplemental instruction as available.

Students in grade 3 must meet state levels of performance in readiefined by the Commissioner of Education in order to be promoted (s. 1008.25, F.S.).
The criteria for third grade promotion can be found in Section I: Elementary Student Progression Procedures, ParichaPReqoirements for Basic
Education.

3. GRADE PLACEMENT:
a. Initial Placement: Upon entry into the school system, it is the responsibility of the principal to determine proper grade placement. pleeegnaete of
students transferring into Duval County Public Schools will be continggent verification of records.

b. Grade Placement for Retainee:A student who has been retained may be assigned to the next higher grade during the next school year if the principal
determines that the student has met applicable academic standards hedaliél to benefit from instruction at the higher grade. This assignment must be
approved by the appropriate Chief Officer5kor his/her designee.

However, no student may be assigned to a grade level baledgbn age or other factors that consgtsbcial promotion (4008.25 (6)(a), F.S.). A school

c. Accelerated Grade PlacementThe assignment of a studen a higher grade level which results in the student skippgrgde or part of a grade will be
based on
(1) exceptionally high intellect,
(2) exceptionally high achievement, and
(3) evidence that the student has met the performance standatdsgoevious grade level as documented by a norrariterionreferenced test.

The probable longange academic, social, and emotional effects of the decision will be considered chyaEsebasis. The principal, with the
approval of the approptia Chief Officer, K5, or his/her designee, has tlesponsibility for making such assignments.

e  Option B STAR (grades-3)
Grades 5 students are scheduled into a regular class for instruction at the current grade level, but the students are putidiiouiaicand/or small group
instruction at the home school before, during, and/or after school.

. Option C STAR (students twice retained in third grade, and regular STAR grade 4 and 5 students)
Option C is a seltontained intensive reading program at a STARt€e designed especially for Tier 3 students, but also includes students who qualify for
STAR in grades 4 and 5.

Students in any school who meet the STAR eligibility criteria may apply for admission to the program, and transportaéigmavilied tdhe designated STAR center.
Applications are mailed to schools in April and aceepted until the end of the first 9 weeks of the program year. Refer to the District Dropout Prevention Plan for
program eligibility criteria.

STAR Mid-Year or End-of-the-Year Promotion Policy: Students who enter STAR in grades 2 through 5 may advance one or two years, based on mastery of Sunshin
State Standards and Grade Level Performance Standards.
