 

Students enrolled in Biology 1 (Standard, Honors) in 2011-12 will take the Biology (EOC) End-of-Course exam in May, 2012.  The exam is computer-based (like Algebra I).
· Percentage for each reporting category on the EOC:
· Classification, Heredity, and Evolution – 25%
· Molecular and Cellular Biology – 35%
· Organisms, Populations, and Ecosystems – 40%

· Nature of Science benchmarks will be embedded within the reporting categories according to the item’s context.
The student’s score on the Biology EOC will count as 30 percent of the grade for 2011-12.
A practice test can be accessed at http://www.FLAssessments.com/ePAT. It is 12 multiple choice items that students will use to practice taking the EOC on the computer. These items will not be used on the 2012 EOC.
