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To participate in athletics students must have:

GRADES - an overall 2.0 GPA, the only exception is incoming 9th graders who must have been regularly promoted from the eighth grade. Grades are checked twice a year, when school starts and in January after the first semester. If a student is ineligible or eligible when checked in August that eligibility cannot change till January.

PHYSICAL- Before any student may attend any practice YOU must have a current Physical.- Current is defined as within the last calendar year. This must be brought to the coach before YOU can practice. Duval County will offer a ONE TIME free physical August 8th 2009. WE will have busses leaving Englewood at 10:30 AM that day. To get on the bus you must have a parent or guardians signature on a 2009/2010 form which you may download from this site, or pick up in the main office.

EL3 – This form may be downloaded here and turned in before you can practice.

Birth Certificate – If you have not already turned one in you must turn in a copy of your Birth Certificate.

Insurance- You must provide proof of Insurance before you can practice. If you have family insurance just make a copy of your insurance card and present it to the coach. If you do not have family insurance YOU MUST show proof of purchasing school insurance. School Insurance forms will be available in the front office.

Recruiting Affidavit- If you enter Englewood after 9th grade or transfer in after school starts you must file a recruiting affidavit. This can also be downloaded here or picked up in the front office.

Sportsmanship Contract– The is a form that must be signed by the parent and the athlete prior to participation in athletics. This form is also available here or may be picked up at the school.

Having all your paperwork done prior to first day of practice will help you to not miss any practice time.
