Parents are a critical part of a student’s success in high school.

· Make sure we have accurate addresses and phone numbers so you receive information.
· If you move, notify the CRT, Mrs. Julian, with proof of new address and phone numbers. 
· Get online!! 

· Get your student/parent portal (website) access – View student attendance and grades online. MUST provide proof of ID to Guidance Secretary to get your specific username and password. (website is listed on back of page)
· Obtain teacher email addresses, phone extensions and websites (email addresses can be found at http://www.duvalschools.org/ehs/Faculty.htm ).

· Make sure your student is in school.
· Attendance is critical to student success. Contact the attendance clerk @ ext. 116, to check your student’s attendance record. Check caller ID for the school’s number – we have a system that calls if a student is absent.  If you know your child was absent and did not receive a call, you need to call the school to make sure your number is accurate on the system.
· Monitor progress report dates and report card dates. 
· Ask your student for progress reports and report cards on set dates.
· Call or email the teacher if your student cannot provide a copy of the progress report or report card
· Provide positive encouragement 
· Give students incentives to do well in school
· Attend school related activities involving your child-athletic events, drama productions, music performances, etc.
· If grades or discipline needs to improve, give short continuous increments to monitor, such as weekly monitoring.  (Don’t take the Xbox/car/phone for nine weeks-ask for weekly or bi-weekly progress reports.)
· Know your student’s guidance counselor and how to make appointments.
· Find out how to get in touch with the student’s guidance counselor.
· Make sure the student knows how to schedule their own appointments with the guidance counselor.  
· Be aware of Safety Nets.
· After school help is available throughout the school year. 
· Monitor your student’s school work – ask to see assignments.
