Englewood High School is providing the following assistance and support to help the students at your child’s school improve their academic achievement:

· Providing regular communication to parents regarding your child’s skill level;

· Offering an after-school tutoring program; and

· Targeted assistance during the day via Small Learning Communities (SLC), and additional support classes such as Read 180, Plugged-In, and Writing.

What can you do?

You are very important to your child’s education.  We invite you to become more involved in your child’s school by:

· Participating in parent involvement activities;

· Becoming active in the development of the school improvement plan; and

· Joining the Parent Teacher Association or School Advisory Council.

What are your Choice options?

Under the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act, reauthorized as No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act, if your child is eligible for free or reduced-priced lunch, you may choose for your child to remain at the current school and receive Supplemental Educational Services (free tutoring). Applications will be mailed to homes in August.
