College applications- For each school you apply to you must:1) complete an application, 2) send a transcript, 3) send test scores (many schools are now requiring the writing section, be aware), 4) pay the application fee. It is your responsibility to follow up with the school to ensure all items are received and have arrived for consideration in a timely manner. Application help is available with Mr. Holmes afterschool on Tuesdays, X115, 2:00.

Transcripts
- You must request that a transcript be sent to each college you apply to. Mrs. Knowles is our records specialist. She handles all transcript requests. Her office is next to Mrs. Dejoseph. 4-year degree schools will need two- one when you apply and a final transcript at the end of the year.

Recommendations-
Please give anyone writing a recommendation for you at least one week to complete this task. You need to provide a sheet listing your grades, courses, talents, leadership roles, work positions, sports, clubs, community service, hobbies. Be specific.

Waivers- Are available to for the SAT/ACT for students on free/reduced lunch or who participate in a trio program. Eligible students may use 2SAT and 2ACT waivers during his/her high school career. College application fee waivers are also available to these students. Maximum allowed- 5. Lunch forms are still available in guidance.
