Our goal is to establish excellent Home/School connections. In order to accomplish this, every student will receive a student planner. 


The planner will be sent home daily. This year parents are asked to initial the planner every night. Your child’s homework assignments and daily conduct grades will be located in the planner, as well as, all bulletins from the school.


Homework is an opportunity for students to practice what they have learned. It is an extension of class work. It reinforces the skills and concepts being taught and teaches responsibility and organization of time. 


Generally, homework will be sent home Monday through Thursday nights. A special project may require some weekend work. We support the National PTA guidelines of approximately ten minutes per grade level for written assignments. Homework per grade level is listed below:

10 minutes

Third grade

40 minutes

First grade

20 minutes

Fourth grade

50 minutes

Second grade

30 minutes

Fifth grade

60 minutes
*** Students must read at least 20 minutes each night in addition to any written work. 

Students are expected to complete and turn in homework daily. Daily consequences are assigned for missing homework assignments. A parent conference will be called with the teacher, parent and student if homework is not completed consistently.
