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Students are not permitted to have medication in their possession while at school (including cough drops, etc.).





Medication of any kind (prescription or over-the-counter) can-not be administered to a child unless a medication card is completed in the Front Office by a parent or guardian.  Sending a note with the medication is not sufficient to allow us to give out the medication.  The following regulations must be strictly adhered to:





Each medication must have a separate medication card filled out by the parent/guardian.  The dosage amount (e.g., milligrams) must appear on the card.


All medication must be in the original container, including inhalers, pain relievers (i.e., Tylenol), cough drops, etc.


Prescription medication must have a current label.


If the doctor has given you a sample, a letter from the doctor must accompany the medication stating he/she has prescribed it to your child.  The medication and dosage (e.g., milligrams), child’s name, and quantity/time of day to administer the medication must be in the letter.


Completed medication cards must exactly match the prescription label on the medication container. 


Medication cards must state the time of day the dosage of medication is to be administered (i.e., do not write 2 times a day, write 10:00 am and 2:00 pm or whatever the appropriate times are).


Students are not allowed to transport prescription medication to and from school.  This medication must be delivered by an adult 18 years or older.





Failure to completely follow the above guidelines will result in medication not being administered.











MEDICATION GUIDELINES
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As mandated by Florida Statute, Section 232.46, children are prohibited from having medication in their possession while at school. The clinic is prepared to administer medication to children under the following conditions:


Prescription:  In original container with child’s name and directions.  A green medication card (in office) is filled out by the parent/guardian for each medication brought to school.  The card and the medication must be given to the Office Staff by the parent/guardian.





Non-Prescription:  In original container.  An ivory (or yellow) medication card is filled out by the parent/guardian for each medication brought (including but not limited to ointments, cough drops, cough syrup, pain reliever such as Tylenol/Advil, etc.).  The card and medication must be given to the Office Staff by the parent/guardian.
