As a Candidate:
1. I am a full time student at Fletcher High School (11-12 & 12-13) school year.
2. I have and will maintain an un-weighted 3.0 grade point average at all times.
3. I must be passing all my classes at all times. If I am not passing a class, I will seek the appropriate help and may be placed on probation for a half nine weeks. This includes any progress reports required by the SGA sponsor. If my grades do not improve, I will be removed from office.
4. I will actively participate in at least 80% of all SGA sponsored activities. This may include after school, night, and weekend events. There are no excuses. (see attached Agreement)
5. If I miss more than four (4) days per quarter I will be put on probation for a half nine weeks. If my attendance does not improve, I will be removed from office at the discretion of the Principal.
6. I agree to participate in any fundraising activities required by the SGA sponsors.
7. As a Class Officer, I recognize the importance of leading by example. I will abide by all rules and regulations set forth by the Fletcher High and the school district. I can have no discipline referrals. Multiple dress codes or tardies can put me in violation of this requirement.
8. As a SGA Representative of Fletcher, I agree not to be involved with alcohol, drugs, and/or any criminal activity whether it is on campus or anywhere else. I will be removed from office if I violate this agreement.
