

What is a science project?

A science project is an experiment you conduct to answer a question or solve a problem.  A successful science project will include these parts:

· Question  The question is what you want to find out.

· Hypothesis  This is what you think will happen; an educated guess.

· Materials  A list of the materials you will need to complete this project.

· Procedure  The steps you will follow to complete this project.

· Results  What happened during the experiment: your observations?

· Conclusions  What does your results show; was your hypothesis correct or incorrect and why?

· References  What other sources did you use to help with this project; books, internet, encyclopedia, etc.

· Pictures, Graphs, or Data  Can your results be shown in pictures?  Could your results be illustrated in graph form?  Would displaying other data help to explain your results?

· Abstract  A short summary of a science project.  It follows certain guidelines.
