PROGRAM SELECTION

Summer Camp enrollment is processed from week to week. This means, that it is possible for
your child to sign up for a different camp each week. Campers may not switch programs from day
to day. Campers will have a chance in the afternoons to try different programs. Intensive camps are
meant for campers who would like to concentrate on one subject and are 2 to 3 week programs.
