Bloom’s Make-N-Take Directions
Materials:


File Folders


Glue Sticks


Markers


½ sheet New Bloom’s


1 set ½ sheets (6)


1 set arrows (4) (print on Avery label #8293)

¼ sheets web sites

Make-N-Take:

1. In your folder, you should have ½ sheet of the New Bloom’s (2 triangles), a sheet with the websites used, and 6 ½ sheets.

2. Please place your folder in front of you, closed, with the tab at the top, so the folder will open towards you.

3. Glue the New Bloom’s ½ sheet on the bottom of the front of the folder – the one with the pyramids. You will get a chance to decorate later.  

4. Open the folder towards you.  On the bottom of the folder, glue the sheet labeled Remembering as far down as possible and as far to the left as possible.  
5. On the sheet labeled Understanding, place one glue stick’s width of glue across the top of the page.  Carefully place the page on top of Remembering, making sure you can still read Remembering.  Repeat with Applying.

6. On the top part of the folder, put glue on the entire back of Analyzing and place as far to the left and as close to the bottom of the fold as possible.  

7. On the sheet labeled Evaluating, place one glue stick’s width of glue across the top of the page.  Carefully place the page on top of Analyzing, making sure you can still read Evaluating.  Repeat with Creating.

There’s also a ¼ sheet with the websites for Bloom’s Rose and the Old and New Bloom’s pyramid.  You can glue this on the back if you want, but you don’t have to.  We have put the masters for this folder on the new teacher website (the 3rd website listed) under PDF.

10.
Close the folder.  With the markers, decorate above the New Bloom’s ½ sheet. You can also use contact paper and the Ellison machine to cut out letters.
11.   Finish the folder by placing the Webb’s labels on the inside of the folder. Next to Remembering, place the circle labeled Level 1.  Between Understanding and Applying, place the circle labeled Level 2.  Next to Analyzing, place the circle labeled Level 3.  Between Evaluating and Creating, place the circle labeled Level 4.
