Oceanway School History

Nestled in the heart of North Jacksonville, Oceanway School has been an integral part of the Northside since its inception in 1927.  Renamed in 1952 to Oceanway School, the campus was once known as Eastport and Braddock Schools.  At one time Oceanway served as an elementary school, 7th grade center and a K-9 building.

Recognizing the emergent influx of new homeowners to the community, Duval County School Board elected to demolish the old campus and replace it with a building that could accommodate the expected growth pattern.  To this end, the “old” campus was demolished Fall of 2002 and a brand new state of the art facility was opened August 2004.  A diverse learning community serving over 1300 students, the school has a faculty and staff of more than 90 professional educators.
