It is my pleasure to elaborate on what my expectations are for my
students. | hope that this will be the beginning of a positive and productive
relationship between myself and the student. | want to ensure that the student is
receiving the best education possible.

This is a brief explanation of my grading system in order to answer any
questions that you may have. When an assignment, quiz, test, or notebook
activity is given, it will receive a point value. At the end of the grading period, |
add up all of the possible points that could have been earned during that
grading period. Then, I add all the_points the student earned. 1 divide the
possible points by the number they earned and then convert that percentage into
a letter grade.

Example
Possible Points Earned Points
notebook 100 85
test 200 190
quiz 20 26
homework 10 8
330 309

grade earned is .936 or 94 A



Classroom Expectations
