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The information included in this packet has been compiled by the Elementary Programs staff to provide information on reading assessments used with students in Duval County Public Schools. 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READING ASSESSMENTS IN ELEMENTARY GRADES

Four types of assessments are used in Duval County Public Schools to guide decision-making in reading instruction in the elementary grades.

Screening – Screening tests provide the teacher a beginning assessment of the child’s preparation for grade level reading instruction. They are a “first alert” that a child will need extra help to make adequate progress in reading during the year.  Examples are SRUSS and DIBELS.
Progress monitoring – Progress monitoring tests keep the teacher informed about the child’s progress in learning to read during the school year. They are a quick sample of reading skills that will tell the teacher if the child is making adequate progress toward grade level reading ability at the end of the year.  Examples are SSS Benchmark and DIBELS.
Diagnostic - Diagnostic tests can be given as soon as a screening test indicates a child is behind in reading growth. However, they will usually be given only if a child fails to make adequate progress after being given extra help in learning to read.  They are designed to provide a more precise and detailed picture of the full range of a child’s knowledge and skill so that instruction can be more precisely planned.  Examples are Fox in a Box and Early Reading Diagnostic Assessment (ERDA).

Outcome – Outcome assessments are given at the end of the year for two purposes. First, they can help the principal and teachers in a school evaluate the overall effectiveness of their reading program for all children. Second, they help districts evaluate progress toward meeting the goal of “every child reading on grade level” by third grade.  Examples are FCAT and Gates-McGinitie

2005-2006 Grade Appropriate Assessments

Each assessment included in this document is listed below under all grade level headings for which it can be administered.  Few assessments are required of each student at every school.  Therefore, this list serves as a resource for identifying possible assessments that may be beneficial for gathering data and planning appropriate instruction.    





What information can be gained from this assessment?

DAR is a diagnostic tool that provides detailed information on a child’s reading skills.  Scores are compiled to make a student record sheet which correlates to a grade level and time frame.  For example, a student that scores a 1-1 in the oral reading measure would be working on a First Grade-First half level.  

This diagnostic is excellent for identifying areas of weakness.  The assessment includes word recognition, word analysis, oral reading, silent reading, comprehension, spelling, and word meaning.


What information can be gained from this assessment?

DRA enables teachers to observe, record, and evaluate changes in students’ performance as readers and to plan for and teach what each student needs to learn next. 

The teacher first takes a running record of the student’s oral reading.  A running record accuracy score determines the student’s instructional reading level.  Once the instructional level is established, the child continues reading the selection silently then gives a retelling of the story in order for the teacher to assess comprehension.

After recording information from the retelling, the teacher circles statements on the Developmental Reading Continuum that describes the student’s performance.

Teachers use the proficiency levels provided in the training materials to determine if students are making progress over time.  This assessment is not designed to give the tester diagnostic information; rather it is used to document growth over time.  


What information can be gained from this assessment?
DIBELS is an indicator of basic early literacy skills.  These measures will give the tester information regarding the child’s understanding of letter naming (K only), initial sound fluency (K, 2), phoneme segmentation (1, 2, 3), nonsense word fluency (1, 2, 3) and oral reading fluency (K, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5).

Scores can be interpreted using the Risk Level Chart included in the DIBELS training manual to determine if a child is working below, at, or above benchmark for a grade level.  In Reading First and IRIP schools, students who receive an overall “high risk” rating are identified for an immediate intensive intervention.

DIBELS is administered to all children in grades K-3 in Reading First and IRIP schools.  In addition, the district has identified DIBELS as the required uniform progress monitoring instrument for all K-3 students who have an AIP in reading.  DIBELS is administered four times each year during specific testing “windows”.  Since DIBELS is required for targeted students, it is provided to schools at no charge.  However, students in grades 4 and 5 may be administered the Oral Reading Fluency portion of the test if school funds are available.

What information can be gained from this assessment?

ERDA was developed for students in grades K- 3.  The Second Edition is individually administered.  It is a norm-referenced diagnostic instrument that is aligned with the five instructional components of Reading First: phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary, and comprehension.  It identifies children who are at risk of reading failure, provides diagnostic information for instructional intervention, and can be used as an outcome based measure.  The administration of ERDA is grade specific.

Subtests provide a raw score that can be recorded on the student record form. The composite scores for each grade level address the follow skills Phonological Awareness, Vocabulary, Fluency, Phonics and Comprehension.  There are optional subtests for each grade that include the following skills: Recognition, Story Retell, Rhyming, Phonemes, Syllables, Receptive/ Expressive Vocabulary, Reading Comprehension, Rimes, Word Opposites, Synonyms, Pseudo word Decoding, Word Definition, Word Definitions, Multiple Meanings, and Passage Fluency.  


What information can be gained from this assessment?

PLATO eduTest is a comprehensive online assessment for grades K–8 that quickly identifies strengths and needs for students, classrooms, schools, or the entire district. Results guide instructional decisions to improve student achievement over time. 

The teacher has the ability to select any Sunshine State Standard test item at any time to determine the student’s instructional level of mastery.  A report can be generated that groups students according to need.

Teachers use “Strengths and Needs” reports to document how individual students and the class as a whole performed against each state standard.  This allows teachers to customize individual and/or group learning by targeting instruction where it is needed most.

What information can be gained from this assessment?

The Emergent Literacy Survey can be used to assess quickly and efficiently eleven (11) measures that are highly related to success in beginning reading.  Purposes of the survey are to obtain baseline data, chart progress, identify areas of strength and needs, and identify children needing early intervention. The areas assessed are phonemic awareness, familiarity with print, and beginning reading and writing.

In Duval County Public Schools, this assessment is used within the first 20 days of school to assess students from non-public kindergartens and who have been provisionally placed in grade K or grade 1 according to the student progression plan.  The assessment provides a raw score on each of the 11 measures and can be used to demonstrate mastery.

What information can be gained from this assessment?  

The FCAT is made up of two kinds of tests: a criterion-referenced test (CRT), which measures how well students are meeting the Sunshine State Standards in reading, writing, mathematics, and science, and a norm-referenced test (NRT), which allows educators and parents to compare Florida student performance on reading and mathematics with the performance of students nationwide.  The FCAT Reading, Mathematics, and Science tests require students to analyze, synthesize, and evaluate the information presented and to apply strategies or procedures they have learned. The level of thinking required of students goes beyond the recall of facts and literal comprehension required in many standardized tests. It measures content standards, called the Sunshine State Standards.  Reading content includes Literary, Informational, Initial Understanding, Interpretation, Critical Analysis, and Strategies.  The Sunshine State Standards Benchmarks assessed are main idea, author’s purpose, cause and effect, compare and contrast, comparing story elements, plot and conflict resolution, vocabulary and word strategies, and reference and research.
Results are reported by mean scale score, median national percentile rank, and an achievement level ranging from one to five with Level 1 being the lowest and Level 5 the highest.

Note:  This is a high-stakes test with results tied to student progression and school grades.

What information can be gained from this assessment?

Fox in a Box is a diagnostic assessment for students in grades K-2.  The activities are kid-friendly and are based on widely recognized benchmarks.  The benchmarks include phonemic awareness, phonics, reading and oral expression, and listening and writing.

The Record of Child’s Progress documents a Level placement and indicates when the benchmark should be mastered.  For example, a child that is working on level one would be working on a benchmark that should be mastered by midyear kindergarten.


What information can be gained from this assessment?
The GMRT  provides norm-referenced data about K-12 students' and adults' reading ability.  The GMRT is administered in a whole group setting and assists the teacher to:

· understand what beginning readers know

· Pinpoint students' decoding skill challenges

· Measure each important stage along the comprehension continuum—from listening skills to mature reading comprehension. 

· Organize students into appropriate instructional groups using scale scores, grade equivalents, percentile ranks, stanines, or normal curve equivalents. 

· Ascertain which students are reading on grade level. 

· Identify students for additional individual diagnosis and special instruction. 

· Evaluate the effectiveness of instructional programs—two forms for pre- and post-testing. 

In Duval County, Reading First schools are required to administer Gates-McGinitie to all students in grades 2 and 3 at year end as an outcome measure.

What information can be gained from this assessment?

The Observation Survey contains six (6) measures that assess early literacy achievement 

through systematic observation.  Students are assessed individually on letter knowledge, reading vocabulary, writing vocabulary, concepts about print, hearing and recording sounds in words, and the reading of continuous text (running records).

The Observation Survey was developed for use with emergent readers.  In Duval County, the Observation Survey is used in schools that implement Reading Recovery as an early intervention.  It is the screening instrument for determining which students in a first grade class will receive the Reading Recovery intervention.  The assessment is administered to the bottom 30% (using teacher judgement) of first grade students in Reading Recovery schools.  It is also administered at year end as an outcome measure to students who received the intervention. 

National stanines are available to determine which students are at a greater need of intensive reading instruction.


What information can be gained from this assessment?  
The PPVT-III is a test of listening comprehension for the spoken word in standard English. The PPVT-III is designed as a measure of an examinee’s receptive (hearing) vocabulary. It is an achievement test of the level of a person’s vocabulary.  This test also serves as a screening test of verbal ability, or as one element in a comprehensive test battery of cognitive processes.

Reading First schools must administer the PPVT-III to all students in grades K-3 at year end as an outcome assessment.  In addition, the PPVT-III is widely used in our district to assess students for possible ESE placement.


What information can be gained from this assessment?
These benchmark tests are designed to give teachers a tool for monitoring student progress and to inform instruction.  The assessments are directly aligned to the Sunshine State Standards.

A student’s performance on reading series unit tests are often used by the teacher to determine mastery and calculate report card grades. 


What information can be gained from this assessment?

SRUSS includes two assessment instruments: Early Screening Instrument-Kindergarten revised  (ESI-K) and the Dynamic Indicators of Basic Early Literacy Skills (DIBELS). 

The kindergarten DIBELS measures letter naming fluency and initial sounds fluency.   A Risk Level Chart in the DIBELS manual can be used to determine if a child is working below, at, or above benchmark for kindergarten.

The ESI-K measures visual motor/adaptive skills, language and cognition, and gross motor skills.  The raw score determines whether the child has demonstrated mastery or needs to be referred or rescreened.  

The use of SRUSS in kindergarten is mandated by the Florida Department of Education.  Each school has been sent a blue canvas bag that says “Florida School Readiness:  School Readiness Uniform Screening System (SRUSS)”.  The bag contains parent letters, a DIBELS training manual, a stopwatch, calculator, sticky notes, a highlighter, and an ESI-R manipulative package.


What information can be gained from this assessment?

These subtests measure the spectrum of important reading components, from recognizing sounds to word identification, from vocabulary skills to comprehension.  At appropriate levels, the subtests measure phonemic awareness, decoding, phonics, vocabulary, and comprehension. Within each type of text, questions measure achievement in four modes of comprehension: initial understanding, interpretation, critical analysis, and awareness and usage of reading strategies. 
Scores are reported using Scaled Scores, National and Local Percentile Ranks and Stanines, Grade Equivalents, and Normal Curve Equivalents.


What information can be gained from this assessment?

The Stanford Diagnostic Reading Test (SDRT) is a group-administered, norm-referenced, multiple-choice test that assesses vocabulary, comprehension, and scanning skills. This diagnostic test provides information on student progress, targets individual students who are in need of additional reading support, and provides data on the effectiveness of support and intervention programs.  SDRT results provide preliminary student placement information. 

The SDRT provides a grade-level equivalent for each student's overall reading level and vocabulary, comprehension, and scanning skills. The overall reading level is compared to the student's grade level, including month of instruction, to determine how the student is doing compared to the expected reading level.

What information can be gained from this assessment?

After the tests are administered, scanned, and scored, three types of reports are generated.  These include a school report, a classroom report, and an individual student report.  Test items on the SSS Benchmark are in clusters.  In reading, these are Words & Word Analysis, Main Idea & Purpose, Comparisons & Cause/Effect, and Reference & Research.  The reports indicate how many items are in each cluster and how many each student answers correctly.  The reports also give a percentile (district) for each student showing how they compared with other students in the district who took the same test.

The data in the school report are being utilized by principals, curriculum coordinators, and subject area specialists to guide modifications of the instructional focus across the entire school, within departments and grade levels, and within classrooms.  Teachers are using the benchmark data form the August administration to identify their own in-service needs, to locate peers who provide support, and to diagnose a student’s strengths and weaknesses for appropriate intervention.  The December administration will result in a new set of data revealing what progress has been made and what further adjustments need to be made prior to the state’s spring administration of the FCAT.  Parents are monitoring their children’s progress using the individual reports.
