These
forms must be signed by a
parent or guardian in order to
use images for publication and
exhibition purposes.

All art teachers are to meet

The workshop will begin at 2:00 with stations set up for teachers to come
and mat student work for the upcoming Elementary Library Show. If you happen to have white poster
board, bring it with you. Otherwise, the Art Lab will have poster board available to you. Be sure you
have your student labels and release forms as you will be able to leave the work at the lab, saving you
from having to bring it back on March 25th.

If you are new to matting artwork, this will be a great learning experience for you. Tricks of the
trade will be discussed in order for you to streamline your own processes when you are back at your
schools. The lab will be open from 2:00 to 6:00.



FAEA Looking for High Quality Proposals—

The Florida Art Education
Association is looking for high
quality workshops for the 2011
Fall Conference. Duval County
boasts some of the best and
brightest art teachers in the
state. It is evidenced by the
quality artwork shown in our
annual exhibitions. If you have
never presented at Conference,
now is the time to step up to the

plate. You might have some-
thing that could fit a special
interest session, a hands-on
mini-lesson, 2 hour workshop,
half day workshop, or a whole
day workshop. Presenters are
required to be members of
FAEA. If you are not, a first-
time membership fee costs only
$35. Renewing membership is
$45. Go to www.faea.org to

download a proposal form.
Renewing members can also
update their membership on-
line. New members will need to
submit their membership by
mail. Proposals are due by mid
April. The conference will be
held in St. Petersburg,
November 3—6, 2011.

Time to Submit for the FAEA Virtual Exhibition—

The FAEA Virtual Exhibi-
tion for students is our state’s
performance assessment equal
to that of the Florida Music
Education Association. Very
specific rubrics have been
developed in order to determine
creativity levels and artistic
quality of works submitted. A
plus to this assessment is that
the work is submitted digitally
so the work never has to leave
Jacksonville!

Since its conception, this
exhibition has grown four times
beginning with approximately
400 entries the first year. This
year, it is estimated nearly 2000

pieces will be entered. FAEA
is providing additional adjudi-
cators to handle the large
numbers.

Last year and the year
before, Duval County was well
represented and many of the
entered pieces were determined
to rate an “Excellent” in
scoring. We aim to do the
same with higher numbers this
year.

All information regarding
capturing digital images can be
found on line at www.faea.org.
For each student entry, there is
a $5 fee. Your PTA can easily

cover this cost. Determine to
submit 5 pieces. That is a cost
of $25. [t is important to
remember the teacher must be
an FAEA member.

Entries are due before the
end of this month. The Duval
Art Department has digital
images of all accepted pieces
from this year’s Senior High
Exhibition and last year’s
Middle School and Best of
Elementary Exhibitions. Works
from these last two shows are
eligible due to the show dates.

Let’s continue to make
Duval County proud!

DATA Accepting Beddard Scholarships—

Now is the time to submit
your application for the Leslie
Beddard Scholarships. This
scholarship was developed
several years ago, seeded with
money provided through the
Leslie Beddard Estate. For
those who did not know Leslie,
he was a much loved and
respected art teacher in Duval
County, last serving Mayport
Middle School prior to his
death.

The Fund has been able to
continue due to the annual

Flamingo Fete Auction and
the Painterly Palette Raffle.
To date, nearly $30,000 has
been given to both teachers and
students. Teachers have used
the scholarships (up to $500)
for continued studies during the
summer as well as for atten-
dance to state and national
conferences. Students have
been granted scholarships to
attend summer art camps at
both the Cummer Museum of
Art and Gardens and the
Museum of Contemporary
Art—Jacksonville.
