There are many suc-
cessful programs throughout
the county. This is due in part
because of the high level of
commitment the art teacher
brings to the school. It is also
because all parties listened to
one another and devised sched-

uling that works and is fair to
all parties. The highest quality
program is created when 55-60
minutes of uninterrupted time is
provided for instruction. The
fairest schedule is created when
one takes into consideration all
holidays, planning days, and
early dismissal days. Rather
than an AA/ BO
weekly schedule, the rotating
schedule such as a 9-day rota-
tion works best. Duval County
has had guidelines established
to help retain high standards in
resource delivery. Some ma-
nipulation may need to take
place to update those guide-
lines. It will be ever more im-
portant that, should changes
occur, we always keep quality
first.
