| continue to visit middle
school and high school art
teachers. There are so many
wonderful programs in place at
some schools. In others, they
are programs that are on their
way to becoming great pro-
grams. When | go into these
schools, | enjoy moving about
the room, talking to students to
see what they are doing. | often
like to hear them tell me in
their own words what the
assignment is all about and
what they are learning. Some-
times, | am thoroughly
impressed. At other times, | am
puzzled by the
comprehension and the ability
to communicate what is going
on.

While visiting a few of the
middle schools, the teachers
made me aware of a very
frustrating situation. They find
they are having to teach many
of the things the students
should have learned while in
elementary school. Now, before
you get ready to write me a
heated email or make a voodoao
doll of one of those middle
school art teachers (how dare
they complain about my level
of teaching!), let me state what
| know to be true:

1. Elementary art teachers ge
to see students on an
average of 18 hours per

year.

There is very little time for
reflecting on what is
learned in class due to
short periods.

3. The amount of time
between art visits,
holidays, and summer
vacation only adds to the
frustration of having to re
teach at the elementary
level (or at any level for
that matter).

Okay, those are definitely
reasons for some of the
problems. They should,
however, not be what defines
elementary art programs. In
other words, we cannot let that
keep us from providing
students with a good arts
education at the elementary
level. To do so implies that we
really do not need these
programs at al
a bundle of money saved!). We
must be taking every possible
moment we have with these
children to instill in them the
importance of art, how the arts
effect us creatively; in our
ability to solve problems, in our
ability to think at much higher
levels. We must take time to
consistently test their know
ledge. This can be as simple as
a question placed on the board,
or the ability for the teacher to
turn a dayos |
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game (Art Jeopardy in 4th
Grade). A teacher could begin
the dayos |
or at the end of the lesson while
waiting for the classroom
teacher, you pull out a set of art
questions and you quiz students
for knowledge. Remember the
MAP test? We are looking for
students in 2nd and 5th grade to
be able to answer questions
based on the elements of art
and the principles of design.

We have several goals for
our programs at the elementary
level. One of those goals should
be to prepare students to enter
middle school with a strong
foundation in art knowledge. |
am sure our middle school art
teachers would greatly appreci-
ate it!
