     You are in the trenches 

every day, there to provide the 

highest quality education our 

children can receive and de-

serve. You who affect children 

who may only come alive at 

school through their involve-

ment in the arts do make a  

difference each and every day. 

Please believe that, even when 

at the end of the day you feel 

you may have accomplished 

absolutely nothing!

I read in  Eric Jensenôs  Arts 

with the Brain in Mind:  ñA 

recent Project Zero study 

(2000) cautioned against mak-

ing causal links between arts 

and academic perform-

anceé.arts are not to be used 

as a ñquick fixò to shore up 

nagging deficits in a districtôs 

educational process. Arts are 

for the long term.ò Now what 

am I trying to say here?      

Although this commentary 

deals with test scores, the    

bottom line is the same. At the 

end of the day, you may feel 

defeated. But years from now, 

you will (and I definitely say 

you will) be confronted by 

someone who vaguely looks 

familiar. That person will tell 

you what an impact you had on 

his or her life and  will thank 

you. Iôm beating them to it. I 

say Thank you so VERY much 

for touching the lives of the 

children and young adults in 

our public schools. My gift to 

you is my appreciation for who 

you are and what you do!
