LESSON PLAN

TITLE:  NON-OBJECTIVE DESIGNED COLLAGRAPH
GRADE: 5
STANDARDS:  VA.A.1.2.1, 1.2.2, 1,2.4; VA.B.1.2.1, 1.2.2, 1.2.4; VA.D.1.2.1
OBJECTIVE:  Provided information and a demonstration regarding printmaking techniques, the student will create a collagraph
OBJECTIVE:  After a discussion of non-objective images, students will take provided materials and arrange into a design which will be glued in place and printed from to create a collagraph 
MOTIVATIONAL STRATEGIES:  Discussion of printmaking terms, the art of the collagraph; demonstration, teacher/student examples
VOCABULARY:  

· Print – an image created through a process of inking a plate, placing paper on top, and pulling an exact image
· Plate – the surface made ready by an application of ink or paint in order to create prints 

· Ink the plate – to prepare surface of plate by applying ink or paint

· Pull a print – removing paper from plate once the inked surface of the plate and paper have had a chance to meet and ink transfers to paper
· Collagraph – the process of gluing a variety of textural materials to a surface, inking the surface in order to print both high and low relief surfaces

· Edition – process of repeating printing to create multiple prints of the same image
MATERIALS:

9x12 white paper, 6x9 cardboard, glue, scissors, black acrylic paint, easel brushes, paint trays, newspaper, variety of materials (wallpaper, lace, netting, textured paper, aluminum foil, etc.)   
PROCEDURES:

· After a discussion of non-objective art/shapes, students will select a variety of textured materials and begin to cut them out and apply them to the surface of the cardboard using glue
· Once dry, students will brush/roll paint onto surface of printing plate, being sure NOT to use too much paint

· Once inked, students will place white paper on top of the printing plate, firmly pressing down to transfer ink and textural images*
· Gently pull print from plate

· Repeat process to create an edition of 4

*If possible, a small printing press works very well in providing firm, even displacement of pressure
CLEAN-UP

Newspaper, paint trays, ink plates to be thrown in trash; brayers/brushes to sink; damp paper towels for students to clean hands
REFLECTION:

Review vocabulary; Have students discuss the procedures for making a raised printing plate and the procedures for creating print 
RUBRIC:
