LESSON PLAN

TITLE:  GLUE PRINTS
GRADE: 3-5
STANDARDS:  VA.A.1.2.1, 1.2.2, 1,2.4; VA.B.1.2.1, 1.2.2, 1.2.4; VA.D.1.2.1
OBJECTIVE:  Provided information and a demonstration regarding printmaking techniques, the student will create a print using the glue method of raised printmaking
NOTE: Teacher may adapt this method for any subject; the number of lessons is determined by teacher (minimum of two)
MOTIVATIONAL STRATEGIES:  Discussion of printmaking and the use of raised surfaces; demonstration, teacher/student examples
VOCABULARY:  

· Print – an image created through a process of inking a plate, placing paper on top, and pulling an exact image
· Plate – the surface made ready by an application of ink or paint in order to create prints 

· Ink the plate – to prepare surface of plate by applying ink or paint

· Pull a print – removing paper from plate once the inked surface of the plate and paper have had a chance to meet and ink transfers to paper
MATERIALS:

9x12 white paper, 6x9 cardboard, pencil, glue*, black acrylic paint, easel brushes**, newspaper,

*may substitute string or “puffy paint”    **may use foam brayers   
PROCEDURES:

· After determining subject matter, students will draw a very simple image onto the cardboard
· Using bottled glue, students will carefully “draw” with the glue in order to recreate image made by the pencil NOTE: if using string, students will cut and glue string down on top of pencil lines; if using puffy paint, apply like glue; allow to dry

· Using small amount of paint, brush or roll paint over raised surface

· Lay white paper on top of raised, inked surface; apply firm pressure all over to transfer ink

· Gently pull print from surface of plate
CLEAN-UP

Newspaper, paint trays, ink plates to be thrown in trash; brayers/brushes to sink; damp paper towels for students to clean hands
REFLECTION:

Review vocabulary; Have students discuss the procedures for making a raised printing plate and the procedures for creating print
