LESSON PLAN

TITLE:  MY HOUSE; MY COMMUNITY
GRADE: 3 (can be adapted for other grades)
STANDARDS:  VA.A.1.2.1, 1.2.2, 1.2.3,1,2.4; VA.B.1.2.1
OBJECTIVE:  Provided information and a demonstration regarding printmaking techniques, the student will create multiple prints from an incised method of printing using one color ink.

OBJECTIVE: After a discussion of community, where we live, and describing our homes, students will “draw” into a piece of Styrofoam plate which they will use as a printing plate to create multiple prints.
MOTIVATIONAL STRATEGIES:  Discussion of community, describing homes we live in, demonstration of printing process, examples of student work
VOCABULARY:  

· Print – an image created through a process of inking a plate, placing paper on top, and pulling an exact image
· Plate – the surface made ready with an image either cut into or added to which is inked in order to create prints from

· Incise – to cut into a surface

· Ink the plate – to prepare surface of plate by applying ink or paint

· Pull a print – removing paper from plate once the inked surface of the plate and paper have had a chance to meet and ink transfers to paper

· Edition – a series of prints from the same plate (1/10, 2/10, etc.)
MATERIALS:

6x9 white paper, Styrofoam breakfast plates (curved edges removed to create a flate plate), pencil, 1-2” easel brush*, black acrylic paint*, newspaper

*can substitute foam brayers and any color of paint
PROCEDURES:

· On a sheet of paper, students first describe their home (wood, brick, windows, style of door, shutters, etc.)
· Students practice by drawing home first on paper, then, with their pencil, redraw the home onto the Styrofoam, pressing down firmly to create an incised line NOTE: do not press so hard as to go through the plate

· With finished plate on newspaper, students will take a small amount of paint on an easel brush and paint across the plate to cover entire plate NOTE: use of too much paint causes paint to fill incised lines and will not create a clear print
· Students will lay white paper over top of “inked” plate; gently rub over surface to make paint transfer to paper

· Students will “pull” print; may repeat process to create additional prints
CLEAN-UP

Paint trays, incised plates rolled into newspaper to be discarded; student pick up all brushes to be washed, damp paper towels to be passed out for hand cleaning, all prints laid out for drying
REFLECTION:

Review vocabulary; Have students discuss the procedures for making a print.
