LESSON PLAN

TITLE:  MONOPRINT REPTILES
GRADE: 4
STANDARDS:  VA.A.1.2.1, 1.2.2, 1,2.4; VA.B.1.2.1, 1.2.2, 1.2.4; VA.D.1.2.1
OBJECTIVE:  Provided information and a demonstration regarding printmaking techniques, the student will create a monoprint 
OBJECTIVE: After a discussion of Florida wildlife in the Everglades, students will create a simple contour image of a reptile in order to use it in a monoprint that will lead to creating a negative image
MOTIVATIONAL STRATEGIES:  Discussion of Florida wildlife; demonstration, visuals of reptiles
VOCABULARY:  

· Print – an image created through a process of inking a plate, placing paper on top, and pulling an exact image
· Monoprint – mono meaning one; one print created from plate that cannot be duplicated exactly

· Plate – the surface made ready by an application of ink or paint in order to create prints 

· Ink the plate – to prepare surface of plate by applying ink or paint

· Pull a print – removing paper from plate once the inked surface of the plate and paper have had a chance to meet and ink transfers to paper

· Contour – the outline of a shape or object
MATERIALS:

9x12 white paper, 6x9 poster board, pencil, scissors, paint (one color or up to three), easel brushes*, felt-tip black fine point, newspaper, 12x18 acrylic sheets**
*may use foam brayers  **may use flat desktops 
PROCEDURES:

· After discussion of reptiles, students will draw and then cut out their contour shape of a reptile from the poster board
· Student will take paint and either brush or roll color over surface of acrylic or desk (if using multiple colors, brush or roll paint colors next to each other)

· With mat board pieces, draw into the paint, creating rhythmic lines (do not just randomly create these lines, but give purpose to where the lines are applied)

· Lay cut out reptile on top of painted surface; place white paper over paint and reptile; place newspaper over white paper; firmly rub over entire surface to cause paint to transfer; remove newspaper, pull print

· Once dry, student may further embellish reptile and background design with markers
CLEAN-UP

Newspaper, reptile cut outs to be thrown in trash; brayers/brushes to sink; acrylic plates to sink or bucket of soapy water and sponges to table tops; damp paper towels for students to clean hands
REFLECTION:

Review vocabulary; Have students discuss the procedures for making a monoprint; discuss how negative image was created during the printing process
