LESSON PLAN

TITLE:  THERE’S A FISH IN MY BOWL
GRADE: 2
STANDARDS:  VA.A.1.1.1, 1.1.2, 1,2.4; 
OBJECTIVE:  Provided information and a demonstration regarding printmaking techniques, the student will create the image of a fish using a raised method of printmaking as well as an incised method.

OBJECTIVE: After a discussion of fish as pets and what we might see in a fish bowl, students will create a fishbowl that will contain a fish and other items seen in the fish bowl using printmaking techniques and additional media.
MOTIVATIONAL STRATEGIES:  Discussion of fish as pets, discussion and demonstration of printmaking processes
VOCABULARY:  

· Print – an image created through a process of inking a plate, placing paper on top, and pulling an exact image
· Plate – the surface made ready with an image either cut into or added to which is inked in order to create prints from

· Incise – to cut into a surface

· Ink the plate – to prepare surface of plate by applying ink or paint

· Pull a print – removing paper from plate once the inked surface of the plate and paper have had a chance to meet and ink transfers to paper
MATERIALS:

Blue construction paper, 6x9 newsprint, pre-cut to look like a fish bowl, Styrofoam breakfast plates (curved edges removed to create a flate plate), pencil, 1-2” easel brush*, white acrylic paint, cardboard (6x9), glue, scissors, oil pastels, newspaper




*can substitute foam brayers and any color of paint
PROCEDURES:

· On a piece of newsprint, students will draw their fish, adding details of fins, stripes, etc. Students 
· Students will recreate fish on Styrofoam plate, carefully pressing firmly to created incised details on fish

· With a pair of scissors, students will carefully cut out fish and glue onto cardboard

· Using the leftover Styrofoam, students will create rocks, pebbles, plants that can be cut out and glued onto cardboard as well

· Once glue has dried, students will take paint and carefully paint the raised surface of their printing plate (using  a small amount of paint and only painting the raised, Styrofoam pieces)

· Students will take their inked plate and carefully place it onto their fish bowl, pressing down firmly to transfer paint to the surface of the paper; gently pull the plate from the paper

· Once paint is dry, students may embellish fish and other objects by using oil pastels
CLEAN-UP

Paint trays, printing plates rolled into newspaper to be discarded; student pick up all brushes to be washed, damp paper towels to be passed out for hand cleaning, all prints laid out for drying, oil pastels picked up
REFLECTION:

Review vocabulary; Have students discuss the procedures for making a print; discuss what each may have done to make their fish in a bowl different from another student’s piece.
