LESSON PLAN
TITLE:  STAMPING

GRADE: K-1

STANDARDS:  VA.A.1.1.2, VA.A.1.1.4, VA.B.1.1.2

OBJECTIVE:  Provided information and a demonstration as to how repeated shapes can create rhythm and pattern, students will create their own piece of art work depicting images that repeated using a stamping method.

MOTIVATIONAL STRATEGIES:  Cloth/fabric that shows a repeated pattern; listen to an snippet of a piece of music to find a pattern/rhythm; teacher demonstration
VOCABULARY:  

· Repeat – to do over and over

· Pattern – a design created when creating a series of marks or images which then are repeated or used again and again

· Stamp – a method of printing from a single image, inked and pressed onto a surface such as paper

· Rhythm – a principle of design whereby a flow, pattern, or beat is created by the use of such elements as line, shape, and color

MATERIALS:

6x9 white paper, stamp pads (with black ink), art gum erasers (pre-cut into a simple image), oil pastels (optional), color pencils (optional) fine tip color markers (optional)

PROCEDURES:

· Display cloth/material and other images that show pattern; have children discuss what they see and what seems to be common among the images.
· Discuss and define pattern, repeat, and rhythm. Place “word card” on display board or dry erase board in the room.

· Play music and discuss how pattern and rhythm are used. Have students clap to the rhythm/beat.

· Demonstrate how a pattern can be made with a rubber stamp (you will need to create these yourself using artsgum erasers and an x-acto knife.; show students how to press rubber stamp into the stamp pad, how to press onto paper, how to change directions of the stamp (HINT) It would help student if you can number the sides of the rubber stamp 1,2,3,4 so they will understand how and when to turn the stamp.

· Tell students to create a pattern that goes around the edge of their 6x9 paper. When finished, they may have the option of using oil pastels, color pencil, or color marker to further embellish the design in between the printed areas. Area left untouched in the middle may be decorated by the student as he or she draws a simple picture, or you use cut outs from magazines.
CLEAN-UP

Materials are easily picked up and placed in storage containers. Should hands get ink on them, provide students with a slightly moist paper towel given to them at their seats.

REFLECTION:

Review vocabulary; Have a student discuss the procedures for making a stamped picture.
