SUBJECT: THE MASTER’S KIMONO (ORIGAMI) 
GRADE LEVEL 2-5
OBJECTIVE AND/OR PURPOSE

After completing this lesson, students will be able to demonstrate the art of paper folding and create a paper representation of a Japanese Kimono.  The student will demonstrate origami folds and show good craftsmanship by folding their paper with at least fifty percent accuracy.
MATERIALS:  
Drawing Paper, glue, rulers, crayons, markers, or watercolors, water containers, brushes

METHOD OR PROCEDURE:
· Lay two sheets of 12” x 18” paper side by side with the short sides touching

· Overlap sheets by 1” and glue together (it is faster with glue stick but is longer lasting with Elmer’s glue)

· Crease down the center of paper when glue has set

· Pleat into thirds

· Mountain fold top of front layer

· Fold the top corners of the front layer to the center and form a triangle

· Raise the tip of the triangle up by an inch and crease the bottom 

· Squash fold top two corners by placing a finger into the tip and pushing down on the fold once the finger is out

· Tuck front flaps under the collar

· Turn the kimono over to the back 
· Fold the bottom flap up 1” past the right and left corners

· Fold top flap down

· Turn the kimono over to the front and fold the right and left corners inside and crease

· Decorate your kimono

INTRODUCTION/MOTIVATION/HOOK:
The Kimono is the national costume of Japan.  Originally, “kimono” literally meant things to wear (ki wearing and mono thing).  Kimono are T-shaped, straight-lined robes that fall to the ankle, with collars and wide full-length sleeves.
Kimono are wrapped around the body, always with the left side over the right secured by a wide belt called an obi which is usually tied at the back.

Today, kimono are most often worn by women.  Men wear kimono most often at weddings and tea ceremonies.  Professional sumo wrestlers are often seen in kimono because they are required to wear traditional Japanese dress whenever appearing in public.

Origami from oru meaning “folding” and kami meaning paper is the ancient Japanese art of paper folding.  The goal of this art is to create a representation of an object using geometric folds and crease patterns preferably without the use of gluing or cutting the paper, and using only one piece of paper.

MODIFICATIONS:
Enrichment: students will choose colors and create designs when the kimono has been folded.  Students can assist others who need help.  Students are very pleased when they master a fold and are excited to be able to demonstrate to the classmates that they did it!
Remediation - go over the model with individuals one on one until the student understands.  Use a peer or another student that knows the process to pair with others.

ESE Accommodations same as remediation it is important to sit with student or several students and go over and over the fold until students can master the folds.  Doing origami with ESE students usually is not a problem.  These students work well with their hands and love to master something they believe is technical or will raise their esteem.  
TIME ESTIMATES

This lesson will take one session to complete.  Variations can be incorporated:  such as introducing print making techniques and having students print their paper before they make the origami model of the Master’s Kimono.  
CLOSURE/SUMMARY/EVALUATIONS 
Students love to show each other their origami models and it doesn’t matter that they are all making the same model.  When the students create designs upon the paper, then that process makes the kimono unique to the student.  A rubric is a necessary way to evaluate this technique.

Rubric:
5 Points= Students’ model has good, crisp folds and creases.  Craftsmanship of design is neat and well done.  

4 Points=Students’ model has some crisps folds and some folds that have been done in several different ways other than what instructions call for.  Craftsmanship of design is good, completed, and recognizable
3 Points=Students’ model is one that has been folded and unfolded many times and in many ways.  The paper is no longer crisp but wrinkled with layers showing through.  Craftsmanship of design is completed but needs improvement.
