will be teaching lessons aimed at providing students with information and skills to help them make healthy and responsible choices.  Throughout all the lessons, abstinence from sexual activity outside of marriage is taught as the expected standard for adolescents.  These lessons include:

· Demonstrate a safe way to respond to someone who is bleeding;

· Recognize their right to protect their own body;

· Recognize that other people have no right to touch their bodies, particularly in places covered by a bathing suit;

· Identify times when adults may touch or look at children’s bodies;

· Identify resources who they can go to if they or anyone else is being hurt or touched in a way they don’t like; and

· Recognize that it is not a child’s fault if an adult touches them in an inappropriate way.
