Lyrics must be:

· submitted in writing, on no more than one page

· predominately in English, but may use words or phrases from other languages

· accompanied by parent release forms for each student participant (see attached)
Prizes: There will be five finalists among which a winning entry will be selected. The finalists will receive trophies provided by the contest co-sponsor, Glencoe/McGraw-Hill.  The winning lyrics will be set to music and recorded by international singer Etienne. The song will be featured at the general session of the October FFLA conference in Sarasota and the sponsoring teachers will be recognized. There is also the possibility that the songs may be used as public service announcements, featured at regional or national language events, and/or used by Glencoe McGraw-Hill.
