19901 Stipulation and Agreement with Jacksonville Branch, NAACP
Converted schools to uniform organizational structure of K-5, 6-8, and
9-12. Converted from forced busing plan to voluntary desegregation
plan. Laid the foundation for approximately 80 magnet and select
programs that opened for the 1991-1992 school year.

1997 17 Board adopted Post-Unitary Status policies. The Post-Unitary policy
on magnet schools and programs did not become effective until the
District was declared unitary.

1999 17 Duval County School District declared Unitary by U.S. District Court
Middle District of Florida.

2001 7 Appeal filed.

20011 Unitary Status affirmed by U.S. Court of Appeals for the Eleventh
Circuit.
