KNOW YOUR RIGHTS
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Under NCLB, parents whose children attend Title I schools have the right to:

1. Know the professional qualifications of all teachers and instructional assistants who instruct their children.

2. Transfer their children if the Title I schools they attend do not make adequate yearly progress (AYP) on the FCAT for two (2) consecutive years.

3. Receive supplemental educational services if the Title I schools their children attend do not make AYP on the FCAT for three (3) consecutive years.
