	Writing

	Narrative Genre

“Narrative” writing is a recounting of events. The events may be single or several events loosely linked. Narratives tell a story with a beginning, middle and end. Students may react, comment on, evaluate, and tie together.
Students should be able to:

· Retell a story in sequence (what happens first, next, then, last)

· Come up with ideas for stories

· Draw pictures that match their story
· Add details to their pictures
· Write daily
· Practice writing letters  Aa-Zz

· Write from left to right

· Use spaces between words

· Begin sentences with capital letters

· End sentences with a period

· Label pictures using sound spelling (write words the way they sound)


	Reading

	Students should be able to:
· Listen to a story 

· Participate in story discussions

· Understand concepts of print: top to bottom, left to right, spoken words are represented by printed words, ending punctuation
· Understand an author writes the story and the illustrator draws the pictures
· Know the parts of a book: front cover, back cover, locate the title

· Orally tell a story from pictures or words
· Orally recognize and produce rhyming words 
· Recognize color words and describe things using color words
· Match capital and lower case letters Aa-Zz
· Recognize sight words (“bag of words”) 
· Write and identify letters in their first name and last name

· Say beginning sounds in words

· Recognize and identify letters that are introduced – S, M, R, T, B, N

· Know sounds of letters introduced – S, M, R, T, B, N

· Know the difference between singular and plural words

· Recognize sequence of events in a story (what comes first, next, then, last)

· Identify the characters (who) and the setting (where) in a story  

· Make predictions (make a logical guess)

· Compare and contrast characters in a story (how things are alike and/or different)

	· Read at  least one book to your child each night – write title in book log

· Create one book response per week

· Practice reading sight words (“bag of words”) with your child every night 

· Practice handwriting nightly (name, numbers 1-20, sight words, letters Aa-Zz)

· Recognize parts of a calendar: days, weeks, months, 

· Write the date

· Identify, name and describe two-dimensional shapes (triangle, square, circle, rectangle, rhombus)

· Count 1-30

· Recognize and write numbers 1-20

· Make reasonable predictions of amount of items in a jar.
