	Narrative Genre

A narrative is a recounting of events.  It may be a single event, such as a child’s first day of school, or a series of events, like a week’s vacation.  Narratives tell a story with a beginning, middle and end.

· use personal experiences to create a written story

· learn how to begin a story in an interesting way with a main idea

· develop a narrative with a clear beginning, middle and end, and appropriately sequenced events

· include time cue words; like first, next, then and last

· borrow ideas from other authors and use them in their own writing
